Bylaws of the Rucker Boulevard Elementary School Chapter of

The National Junior Beta Club

1. This chapter of the National Beta Club will meet during school the second Thursday (afterschool) of each month during the school year, or as required.

2. The classes from which members may be drawn will be grades fifth and sixth and is by invitation only using the criteria stated in these bylaws.

3. Membership is a privilege and not a right.  The qualifications for membership on the part of the student shall be: (a) 4th, 5th or 6th Grade student. (b) worthy, moral and ethical character; (b) exemplary achievement and (c) commendable attitude.  The scholastic requirements for membership will be at least a “B” average in all academic subjects.  No office referrals of a serious nature are acceptable i.e. cheating stealing, fighting.  Beta membership criterion falls under the jurisdiction of the Americans with Disabilities Act.  According to ADA, students with disabilities may be allowed accommodations, but this DOES NOT INFER THAT ACADEMIC REQUIREMENTS ARE TO BE ALTERED OR LOWERED FOR THESE INDIVIDUALS.
4. The officers to be elected for this club will be president, vice-president, secretary, treasurer and Chaplin. In addition, a historian is chosen and will serve two years.  Officer meetings will be conducted at various times before the school day begins to plan for membership meetings. 
5. A member must complete (5) service hours per school calendar month to remain in the club.

6. If a student is dropped from membership, it will be reported to the National Beta Club office immediately. If the student is reinstated, he or she will not be required to pay the national membership fee again.

A member may be dropped from membership for the following reasons:

· Absence without justifiable reason from two (2) regular meetings.
· Scholastic record falls below a “B” average. However, no member will be dropped for scholastic deficiency without being accorded a probationary period of nine (9) weeks.

· Failure to complete three (3) service hours during any school month.

· For moral or disciplinary reasons.

7. The local dues for this Beta Club will be $12.00 per year. There is a one time membership fee to the National Beta Club of $15.00. Which comes to a total of $25.00
